Pastor’s Corner 
Our church achieved a rather significant milestone in 

2009 – our average attendance for worship climbed above 300. 
The total was 308, in fact. This is certainly a praise, but I wanted 
to share it with you for a couple of other reasons as well. First, 
the face of Philadelphia United Methodist Church has changed 
significantly over the past four years. In 2005, we were conduct-
ing two worship services (in the fellowship hall!), with a maximum 
sitting capacity of about 150. For that year, we averaged 165 in 
worship. We moved into the present worship space in December 
of 2006, and the worship attendance has experienced its growth 
in the three years since. Still, that growth may not be visible to 
the average church attendee. We have begun a new worship 
service AND we have moved into a much bigger and more ac-
commodating space. Remember then that each Sunday you are 
here, quite often the seat you occupy is filled two more times on 
any given Sunday! Second, our increased attendance has trans-
lated into newer faces in ministry leadership roles in the church. 
J2E, VBS, CORE, Jubilate Ringers, Salkehatchie, the Philly Con-
cert Series, and KCC have all been impacted greatly by the influx 
of talent and energy that have come from our new attendees. 
What a blessing it has been to witness growth in these ministries 
as they spring from worship at PUMC. 

 Take a moment as you read this to thank God for the 
showers of His grace upon us during the past three years. THEN 
pray about the ways you can use your talents and energies to 
help us create new opportunities for more people to catch the 
spirit of our growth together. AND don’t forget that we have made 
a commitment to fund the repayment of our facility. It has af-
forded us great opportunities for worship, ministry, and fellow-
ship, and we must remain committed paying down our debt as 
soon as possible (if you want more info on that, you can call the 
church office.) 

God has blessed us in 2009 with this tangible signpost 
that we have been in His will. I pray that we’ll keep stretching 
forward towards the next – one step closer to being what He 
wants us to be.

As the Advent and Christmas season came to an end, we were thrilled to 

learn that the congregations were truly blessed by the Readerôs Theatre 

presentations, stating that the monologues truly helped them ñto see the 

scriptures in a different wayò, making them ñfeel so connected to the  

characters of the Christmas story that it was as if they were hearing the 

stories for the very first time!ò  

Thanks be to God that we are able to use our bodies as ñliving sacrificesò 

to reveal His word for our lives today! Exploring the Bible dramatically 

makes it more alive, immediate, and meaningful in such a way that it truly 

makes worship an experience for all of the senses!  

As we push forward into this exciting New Year, we are looking to  

incorporate more Readerôs Theatre (as well as other types of drama) into 

the worship services of Philadelphia UMC.
