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Pastor’s 

Corner 
 

It seems that the season of Lent always gets ahold of 
me somehow. One year, I’ll focus on one aspect of my Christian 
walk, another year I’ll spend time thinking about some part of the 
church, etc…. This year, the theme that’s been at the front of my 
mind is THE CROSS. It is undoubtedly, the pivotal event for the 
Christian Church and the focal point or our faith – just a glance at 
our sanctuary should drive home this truth! 

To be so central, however, it still amazes me how paltry 
are the ways in which I and others attempt to illustrate the truth 
of the Cross. Though we preach about it, teach about it, and sing 
about it, every effort seems to come up short of doing the Cross 
justice. The truth is, there’s never enough words or stories or 
songs to describe adequately what it means for Jesus to give of 
Himself in this way. 
 The reason this is true, I suppose, is that the event of 
the Cross is not something that can ultimately be explained or 
understood – it must be EXPERIENCED. The Cross, though it is 
an important historical event, is not significant because of its 
historic implications. The Cross, as gruesome as it was, is not 
important because of the pain inflicted upon Jesus. Many people 
have died such deaths for (humanly speaking) similar causes.  

What makes the Cross so central to the community of 
faith is the fact that this is an ultimate expression of God’s love. 
Through the Cross, God is showing to us how far He will go to 
reconcile the world to Himself. A perfect human/deity dies (God’s 
own Son) to satisfy the penalty for sin. 
 When I think about the Cross as an experience, I am 
reminded of John Wesley’s words after hearing Martin Luther’s 
Preface to the Book of Romans read at the Aldersgate Street 
Meeting in 1738. He said,  ―I now see that Jesus has died FOR 
ME.‖ That’s when the Cross fulfills its full meaning – when we 
know that it was done for us personally! 
 My own experience of the Cross happened when I was 
17. At a retreat in the Spring of that year, I fully realized that the 
Cross was something that was intended to save me from my sin. 
Even though I had understood what the Cross had meant before 
– that time it got my heart. And my life has never been the same 
since. 
 I pray that this season might have its own revelations 
for each of us. But I pray most of all that it might lead us to that 
EXPERIENCE of Jesus as our Savior.

SAINT PATRICK was a Romano -Briton  and Christian missionary, who is the 

most generally recognized patron saint of Ireland.   

Two authentic letters from him survive, from which come the only univer-

sally accepted details of his life. When he was about 14 he was captured 

from    Britain by Irish raiders and taken as a slave to Ireland, where he 

lived for six years before escaping and returning to his family. After enter-

ing the Church, he returned to Ireland as an ordained bishop in the north 

and west of the island, but little is known about the exact places where 

he worked .  

 The dates of Patrick's life cannot be fixed with certainty, but on a wide-

spread interpretation he was active as a missionary in Ireland during the 

second half of the fifth century.  

Saint Patrickõs Day is celebrated both in and outside of Ireland, as both a 

liturgical and non -liturgical holiday. Being one of the earliest Christian mis-

sionaries traveling abroad to spread the Christian faith, Saint Patrick is im-

portant to us because he serves as a testament to the overall missionary 

legacy of the Church, and Patrickõs example would inspire later mission-

aries to undertake great missions to evangelize abroad in later years.
