News from the Youth!
The Youth at Philly participate in a variety of programs for fellowship, spiritual growth, fun and mission activities
each month. During May, one of our events included a 30 hour famine to raise money to feed the hungry. Here is
a reflection from one of our youth, Randi Smith:
When | first signed up for the 30 hour famine, though | was thinking about the children who were starving and
needed help, | was not really thinking too much about the fact that | was not going to eat for 30 hours straight. |
thought about how much fun my friends and | would have and all the money we could raise for this cause. We did
end up having a wonderful time and raising a lot of money but it was harder than | had originally thought. What
most people do not realize about the famine is exactly how different it is than if we truly were one of the underprivi-
leged children we were raising money for. Everyone who was fasting knew in the back of there mind that if we
really needed it we could eat, we always had water and juice on hand, and we had a dry warm place to sleep. The
experience is much different for a child who has none of that. Throughout the time we went without food our minds
went through many different stages. At first we were fine and did not think about food at all, but the next morning
we started to feel it. After around 17 hours was the time | felt the worst. After that point | was never too hungry. |
would have loved to eat but | did not notice it very much. | think our body had changed more in a way that we had
not noticed until the adults pointed it out. We had begun to move very slowly and not fully process our thoughts.
Like I said though, we did not notice it too much and we continued to have fun.
In my opinion the best part of the whole experience was visiting Urban Ministries in Charlotte. Urban Ministries is a
place were homeless people can go for help and be provided a meal once a day, clothes, storage and much more.
Seeing this place really made me think about how though there are many people in Africa and other parts of the
world that are starving, there are also people in our own backyard. While we were there we heard stories that are
almost unbelievable to me. After seeing that, my friends and | have discussed volunteering there over the summer
because of how much we really loved it! The combination of visiting Urban Ministries, packing food at a food bank,
the activities we did at the church, and being so hungry throughout all of it have really changed me as a person. |
cannot speak for anyone else who was there but for me it made me realize what people here and all around the
world who do not have food, water, or shelter go through everyday. | really want to thank Mrs. Sherry for allowing
us the opportunity to do this.
